Speaking of Change is a 2.5 hour experience
that includes an exhibit visit, time for reflection,
and a facilitated conversation.

Groups may consist of 12 to 20 individuals from
your organization. Dialogues are designed for all
types of groups, such as management teams,
workgroups, civic, not�for�profit organizations,
plus faith�based, grassroots and newcomer
groups.

Individuals will silently view selected aspects of
the exhibit at their own pace before coming back
together as a group for a facilitator�led dialogue
about what the exhibit evoked and what it means
for individuals and your organization. 

Groups will leave with a deeper understanding
of Charlotte as a dynamic multicultural New
South city and be inspired to further explore that
diversity.
